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1.0) Name

This organization shall be known as the ONTARIO ENGINEERING DESIGN COMPETITION ADVISORY BOARD

2.0) Goals of the Ontario Engineering Design Competition

The Ontario Engineering Design Competition (OEDC) is organized to further the following goals: 

· To provide an opportunity for undergraduate engineering students to develop, demonstrate and test their skills
in engineering and communication. 

· To promote productive interaction between engineering students and professional engineers from industry, government,
professional engineering associations, and universities. 

· To improve communication between engineering students and the general public. 

3.0) Purpose of the Advisory Board

The Board exists to assist OEDC organizers in the following ways: 

· To encourage continuity of the OEDC by resolving any disputes between schools wishing to host the competition
and ratifying final selection of the hosting university. 

· To provide advice, on request, to the organizers of the OEDC on any aspects of operation and development of
the competition that may be of concern, including legal, financial, and promotional matters. 

· To support the student organizers of the OEDC by allowing the use of the names of the Advisory Board members
and the institutions which they represent in publicity for the competition. 

· To initially prepare, annually review, and as necessary update a manual of suggested competition procedures
to aid future OEDC organizing committees. This manual shall be reviewed at the first Advisory Board meeting after
a competition. 

4.0) Purpose of an OEDC Organizing Committee

The OEDC organizing committee composed solely of students, is responsible for the complete operation of the
competition for one year.

5.0) Status of the Board

The Board shall be an unincorporated organization.

6.0) Board Membership
The Members of the Board are as follows:

· The Chairperson of the organizing committee for the immediate past competition or an appointee from that committee. 

· The Chairperson of the organizing committee for the current competition or an appointee from that committee. 

· The Chairperson of the organizing committee for the next competition or an appointee from that committee or Engineering Society.

· An appointee from the Canadian Engineering Competition. 

· The Dean of Engineering of the host institutions for the current competition or an appropriate delegate. 

· An appointee from each of the OEC Major Patrons of the following categories: 

· Entrepreneurial Design 

· Corporate Design 

· Editorial Communications 

· Explanatory Communications

· First Year Team Design

· Debates

· (Senior Team Design)

· The President of the Engineering Student Societies Council of Ontario or an appropriate delegate.

· Three other engineering students from Ontario schools elected through ESSCO

· Two other members to be selected by the Board. These members would be interested and concerned individuals who do not necessarily qualify for membership in any of the above categories. 

Each student member of the Board is appointed for one year with a possibility of renewal. Each non-student member of the Board is appointed for two years with a possibility of renewal. The Chairperson of the Board is responsible for extending invitations to new members of the Board. Views or opinions expressed by the individual members of the Board are their own, and do not necessarily represent the views of the organizations to which they belong.

The Board shall elect three officers: a Chairperson, a Secretary and a Treasurer. The term of office for the Chairperson is two years and those for the Secretary and Treasurer are one year. At meetings where the Chairperson is absent the Secretary shall act as the Chairperson.
7.0) Meetings

Meetings shall be called by the Chairperson of the Board with advance notice of at least one month to Board members.

The Board is to meet at least twice each year, on meeting to be held within thirty (30) days of the meeting of the Congress of Canadian Engineering Students and one meeting to be held in late May or early June.

Regular meetings of the Board shall be held in Toronto, Ontario during regular business hours.

Quorum for a Board meeting is to be one half plus on of the current Board membership. The result of any vote is to be determined by a simple majority of those Board members present. In the event of a tie, the Chairperson will cast the deciding vote.

Interested, non-voting, observers may attend meetings at the invitation of the Chairperson.
8.0) Board Finances

The financial viability of the OEDC is the responsibility of the organizing committee for the current competition and the Engineering Society of the host institution.

Any surplus funds from the competition will be held in trust by the Advisory Board. The funds held in trust will be used only to meet the objectives of the OEDC and its Board, as identified in Sections I and II of this Constitution.

There will be no fees or membership dues. It is expected that expenses incurred by members to attend Board meetings will be covered by their appointing institutions.

Trust funds may be used to meet expenses incurred by members on behalf of the Board with prior approval of the Board. Use of funds should reflect the nature of the Board as a voluntary non-profit organization.

Short term loans of a maximum total of $250 may be granted to the current organizing committee on the approval of the Chairperson and the Treasurer. It is anticipated that these loans will only be required to cover start-up costs of a new organizing committee.
9.0) Amendments to the Constitution

No change to any section of this Constitution may be made without first sending copy of this Constitution and the proposed amendment to the Engineering Society Presidents of each Ontario university.

The reception of six (6) letters of opposition from six (6) different Ontario university Engineering Societies shall constitute a veto of the proposed amendment.

No amendment shall be voted upon without thirty (30) days prior written notice to all members of the Board,
10.0) Dissolution of the Board

The Board may be dissolved only by a petition from at least six (6) Engineering Society Presidents from Ontario universities. Such a petition may propose the formation of a new Board or a permanent dissolution of this Board.

In the event of permanent dissolution of the Board any funds held in trust by the Board shall be distributed in a manner deemed appropriate by the Board. This would constitute the last official act of the Board.
