1.0) Purpose

This policy outlines the OEC Advisory Board's overall policy and requirements for an organizing committee to prepare and distribute a post publication for the Ontario Engineering Competition.

2.0) Policy

The OEC Advisory Board expects that the host organizing committee will prepare and distribute a post publication after the competition. The purpose of the post publication is to provide a summary of the competition to all those involved with the competition.

The post publication shall be a professional quality publication. The quality level of the publication will depend on the amount of funding available. The inclusion of photographs will significantly increase the cost of the publication, therefore although the Board recommends the inclusion of photographs they may be considered optional.

The post publication shall be distributed within 4 months after the competition.

3.0) Requirements for Post Publication

As a minimum, the post publication should contain the following:

1. Message from the Chairperson / OEC Organizing Committee. 

2. General information about OEC including the goals of the competition. 

3. For each category the following shall be included: 

· the purpose of the category and a summary of the awards 

· list of all competitors detailing: 

· title of the project or presentation 

· name of the team members 

· university 

· the recipients of all awards detailing: 

· title of the project or presentation 

· name of the team members 

· university 

· project abstract (where applicable) 

· photograph 

· the list of all judges detailing: 

· name, position 

· name of company 

· short biography 

4. The results from The Canadian Engineering Competition (CEC) 

5. Financial report. 

6. The guest speaker detailing: 

· name, position 

· name of company 

· short biography 

· photograph 

7. Competition summary detailing: 

· total of all competitors by category 

· total of all competitors by university 

8. The list of all sponsors by level of contribution. 

9. The list of any special acknowledgments. 

10. The list of the OEC Organizing Committee members detailing: 

· name, position 

· group photograph 

11. A selection of photographs from the competition. 

12. Information about the succeeding competition detailing 

· university 

· competition dates 

· contact information 

Any other information relevant to the competition may be included at the discretion of the organizing committee.

4.0) Who Should Receive a Copy of the Post Publication

As a minimum the following should receive a copy of the post publication:

1. Competitors. 

2. Judges. 

3. Sponsors. 

4. Guest speaker. 

5. Registered observers, VIP's or other attendees. 

6. Engineering Faculty Advisors. 

7. Deans of Engineering. 

8. Engineering Societies. 

9. The OEC Organizing Committee. 

10. The succeeding OEC Organizing Committee (ten copies). 

11. The OEC Advisory Board. 

12. The OEC competition archive. 

Any other persons or parties may be included at the discretion of the organizing committee.
